30+ HOUR RULE (FOR FRESHMEN ENTERING AFTER FALL 2006) 
Beginning the Fall 2006 Semester, first time freshmen, and entering freshmen thereafter, will be under the 30 Plus Hour Rule. The rule states that students 
who attempt more than 30 credit hours over their degree plan at Texas State funded institutions of higher education and have not yet earned a baccalaureate 
degree will be charged out-of-state tuition.  Attempted hours include hours a student is registered for through the census class day. Any courses dropped prior 
to the census class day will not be considered attempted hours by the State.  Students who have transcripted course work prior to the Fall of 2006 are 
grandfathered from the 30 Plus Hour Rule but may fall under the 45 Plus Hour Rule.
